Born in Richmond VA April 22, 1937  

He was in the Navy in the Engineering Division 
on the USS Benner (DDR 807). 1956 -1962 

Jack was an Electrical Engineer by profession  

 Jack was loyal, caring and passionate about every-
thing he was involved in with guns, his military 
collection, history and the proper use of the Eng-

lish language being at the top of his list. He was a talker and amazed everyone with his 
wealth of knowledge. The past 7 or 8 years Jack has been very involved in the Military 
Collectors Association. He started his military collection with a list which grew and grew (he got everything on it too and 
more). His main interest was in WWII and German items, but he has in his collection items dating back before the civil 
war. He has a nice display of metals with the most valuable to him being the 
ones he earned himself. He also has the correct bayonet and scabbard for every 
rifle. Authenticity was very important to him in everything including his life as 
an amazing human being, husband and father. He was a life member of the 
NRA, a member of the TFA, North American Hunting Club, RNC, and RSO 
Association at the Stones River Hunter Education Center as well as his active 
membership in the TMCA.

FEDERAL GUN LAWS CONCERNING RESIDENTS AND NON -RESIDENTS OF EACH STATE:  

Non -Residents: Can NOT buy, sell or trade firearms to private individuals. You may sell firearms to any FFL dealer, 
regardless of their residency. You may buy long guns from a FFL dealer who is licensed in the same sate, provided the 
laws of both states are complied with.  

Residents:   May sell, buy trade from anyone who is also a resident, you can not buy, sell or trade with anyone who is not 
a resident. You may sell any firearms to any FFL license dealer regardless of their residency.

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Charles Nelson Suggs (age 81) was a native of Chattanooga and spent 
three years in the Bonny Oaks School for Homeless Children. Mr. Suggs 
was a graduate of Chattanooga Central High School and the University 
of Chattanooga where he earned a Bachelor of Science degree in Engi-
neering Physics.  

Mr. Suggs served honorably in the United States Army. After special 
training at the European Command Staff Intelligence School in Ober-
ammergau, Germany, 1945 ð46 he served as the Intelligence Non -
Commissioned Officer of the 4th Engineer Combat Battalion in the 4th 
Infantry Division.  

Mr. Suggs was a long time employee 
of The Western Union Telegraph 
Company, Plant and Engineering 
Department, Chattanooga Works. In 
1963 he accepted employment with 
Arnold Research organization (ARO, 
Inc.) as an Instrumentation Engi-
neer at the Arnold Engineering De-

velopment Center.  

He retired as a Lead Engineer in 1984 from Sverdrup Technology, Inc. at the Arnold 
Engineering Development Center, Arnold Air Force Base, Tennessee where he was 
engaged in the environmental testing of military and spacecraft propulsion systems.  

Mr. Suggs was a Master Mason and a member of the Estill Springs Lodge. He was a 
member of the Veterans of Foreign Wars of America. He had an avid interest in mili-
tary history and was an active member of The Orders and Medals Society of America, 
The American Society of Military Insignia Collectors, Imperial German Collectors 
Society, Tennessee Military Collectors Association where he was a Life Member and 
Past President and was a Gold Badge member of the Ohio Valley Military Society.  

Former TMCA President,   Charlie Suggs   passes away.  

Long time TMCA member William (Bill) C. Baker III , age 73, passed away suddenly just 
after our last show. Bill worked as a military historian for 37 years at the  Tennessee State 

Museum. He was also a retired Army Lt. Colonel and the son of a 
retired Army Major General who was the number one graduate of 
his West Point Class in 1926.  General Baker Sr. (then a Colonel) 
was with the 106th Infantry division during the Battle of the 
Bulge when 6,500 men of his division were captured.  

Bill had probably one of the largest collections of early engraved 
pistols in this part of the country. His collection of firearms 
stretched from rare matchlock and wheel locks up to Class III 
weapons. Bill also collected early Armour and medieval weapons.
